
Subcontractors

· Continuously review whether the activities of other contractors on site are subjecting your employees or others to chemical, environmental, or physical hazards. 

· If your workers are injured by a hazard created by another contractor, you still bear responsibility under workers’ compensation laws.  

· Instruct employees to report unsafe acts and conditions on the part of other contractors on the job site. 

· Don’t use substandard equipment owned by other contractors, homeowners, or fellow employees. 

· When faced with a significant exposure (such as noxious fumes, poor housekeeping, absence of fall protection, poor excavating conditions, electrical hazards, etc.) as a result of another contractor’s actions, consider one or more of the following courses of action: 

1.   Notify the general contractor or other contractor responsible 

      for the project of the unsafe action or condition. 

2.   Reschedule activities until the hazard has been eliminated. 

3.   Isolate employees from the given area. 

4. Address the area of concern yourself prior to resuming activities.
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
